DESCRIBE YOUR EXPERIENCE OF THE WAR (ENG) :

This is what is happening in my hometown!!! The enemy came to our land at
the beginning of the war (the city has been occupied since March 1,
2022). I stayed in this same occupation until 17.04. From the first days
of the occupation, she tried to work and live as before the war, but it
was impossible. But I saw all the "charms of the Russian world." During a
month and a half in occupied [CITY], I learned what "deficit", "blat",
"goods in a load" means, and learned many other Soviet terms. I could not
even imagine that this is possible in the XXI century! Thank God that I
managed to escape to the territory controlled by Ukraine, because not
everyone had and still has such an opportunity. The residents of [CITY]
had no safe way to leave the territory controlled by Ukraine! No green
corridors, no escort, in short: at your own peril and risk. Despite this,
half (or maybe more) of the seats left. Those people who remained in the
city are hostages of the Russian troops! Now there is almost no
communication with Kherson, there are no Ukrainian products and medicines
in the city. Occupiers sell their products and medicines in unsanitary
conditions at very high prices. Russian propaganda is shown on TV. People
in [CITY] cannot withdraw money from ATMs, it is also impossible to pay
by card. Arbitrariness reigns throughout the region! People who disagree
with the occupation are kidnapped, tortured, and killed. Machinery and
crops are stolen from farmers, business is squeezed from entrepreneurs,
teachers and doctors are tried to be forced to work according to "Russian
standards". But [CITY] people do not give up! Most places do not
cooperate with the Russian occupiers, even at gunpoint! This fact of
disobedience to the Russian authorities greatly infuriates the occupiers,
they put more and more pressure on people every day! The number of places
where our citizens are tortured is growing, propaganda is intensifying,
residents of the Kherson region are told that Ukraine abandoned them, but
the people of [CITY] do not believe it! They are waiting for the Armed



Forces, they want to live in Ukraine! I don't know how long [CITY] will
be under occupation, but I sincerely believe that I will soon return home
to my Ukrainian city!!! [CITY] is Ukraine!
